Architectural Review General Information
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Exterior property improvements, landscape installations and all other desired improvements require the submission of an application (Architectural Review Committee Application), and plans and specifications to the Architectural Committee.  A $125.00 processing fee, payable to the Summit Ridge at Saddle Mountain Homeowners Association, is required at the time a submission is made by an owner. Written approval by the Committee is required before work may commence on any improvement or installation.  (Note:  The initial required processing fee of $125.00 was collected on each lot through the close of escrow for rear improvements to be completed within six (6) months of purchase of the property.  If after six (6) months of the closing escrow on a lot the owner fails to obtain approval for desired improvements from the Committee and complete improvements as approved within his rear yard, then the lot owner is subject to the $125.00 processing fee at time he or she submits any subsequent plan for consideration.)

The Architectural Committee conducts review on an as-needed basis.  The Committee is obligated, by Article V of the Declarations of Covenants, Conditions and Restrictions (CC&R’s), to approve or disapprove all submissions deemed complete in writing within thirty (30) days of the date plans and specifications are duly submitted.  

Plans and specifications for an improvement, addition, or installation must be submitted in duplicate and must include a minimum of the following:

1.
Duplicate site plans and specifications presented in a clear and legible fashion in a 


scale not less than 1/8” = 1’- 0”, preferably drawn on a 24” x 36” sheet.

Site plans and specifications shall indicate:

i. Property lines with dimensions, elevations and easements;

ii. Footprint and elevations of existing dwelling;

iii. Dimensions, elevations and locations of existing surface treatments, i.e., sidewalk, walkways, etc.;

iv. Dimensions, elevations, designs, e.g., color, aggregate type, impressed pattern, etc., expansion joints and scoring, location of existing and proposed patios and other paved areas with surface treatments;

v. Dimensions, design descriptions, material composition and setbacks of proposed structural improvements, e.g., storage sheds, planters, pools, spas, walls, fences, gates, arbors, sunshade or screens, gazebo and trellis structures;

vi. Locations of existing and proposed additional drain flow lines to affect proper drainage of water from rear and side yards to the front of the Lot;

vii. Locations of existing and proposed landscape materials, e.g., trees, shrubs, ground cover, turf, etc.;

viii. Plant list/legend including botanical names, common names, container sizes and quantities of proposed landscape material, e.g., shrubs, trees, ground cover, turf, etc.;

ix. Tree staking notes or details; mulch or other soil top dressings, e.g., bark chips.

Perspective, isometric renderings and photographs are not required.  However, in situations where the preponderance of alterations and effect is in the aesthetics of external appearance, such supplementary renderings and/or color photographs submitted with the application and plans and specifications will be helpful.

Plans and specifications are duly submitted for consideration upon receipt of the following; (1) Architectural Improvement Approval Application; (2) initial processing fee in the amount of $125.00 if applicable, and (3) duplicate plans and specifications consistent with the aforementioned criteria.
